No major new initiatives or achievements for salmon conservation and management but consistent with
the scientific advice no salmon fishery was conducted in the waters around the Faroe Islands in 2014
(see action F1).

There is interest in conducting a research fishery for salmon in the Faroes not least because of the
findings of the genetic study reported to the IASRB in 2014 (see SAG(14)6) and the implications of this
for the development of a Risk Framework and the provision of catch advice. Any proposal for research
fishing will be discussed with NASCO Parties.




2: Stock status and catches.

2.1 Provide a description of any new factors which may significantly affect the abundance of
salmon stocks and, if there has been any significant change in stock status since the
development of the Implementation Plan, provide a brief (200 word max) summary of
these changes.

See 2014 ICES Advisory Committee report, CNL(14)8. Recruitment (PFA) of maturing and non-
maturing 1SW salmon for northern NEAC shows a general decline over the time period, the decline
being more marked in the maturing 1SW stock. Both stock complexes have, however, been at full
reproductive capacity (i.e. >95% probability of achieving CLs) prior to the commencement of
distant-water fisheries throughout the time-series. Recruitment of maturing 1SW and non-maturing
1SW salmon for southern NEAC also demonstrate broadly similar declining trends over the time
period. Both stock complexes were at full reproductive capacity prior to the commencement of
distant-water fisheries throughout the early part of the time-series. Since the mid-1990s, however,
the non-maturing 1SW stock has been at risk of suffering reduced reproductive capacity in
approximately 50% of the assessment years. The maturing 1SW stock, on the other hand, was first
assessed as being at risk of suffering reduced reproductive capacity in 2009. This is broadly
consistent with the general pattern of decline in marine survival in most monitored stocks in the area.

There are no new factors in Faroese waters which may significantly affect the abundance of salmon
stocks.
