A third research objective for the DAERA area is to
examine stock status and the impact of stock
enhancement measures on the Glens of Antrim rivers. In
recent years these Glens catchments have seen a more
marked decline in salmon stocks than other areas of N.
Ireland. DAERA have secured a new screw trap in 2019
and this will be deployed on the Ballycastle river from
2019 to secure biological data on the smolt run.
